PLANS CAN CUT DRUG COSTS

Dozens of pharmaceutical companies are offering plans to help lower income people of all ages obtain prescriptions they need and those companies also have begun an effort to get the word out. Participating companies are offering each qualified person a prescription card for a fee, generally $12.00 to $15.00 a month. Qualifying people of any age can obtain a free 30-day supply of any medicine a company makes if they have a card from that company. The medicine must be prescribed for that cardholder. If a person takes more then one medication, a card must be obtained from each company that manufactures the medication they take.
